NOTICE ON INTERIM ARRANGEMENT FOR AGE LIMITED ON USED CAR
IMPORTS

1. INTRODUCTION
Based on the amended Road Traffic Rules — Vehicles Standards & Compliance 2017, the
Road Traffic Authority (RTA) has initiated both offshore and onshore inspections on used car
imports.

Japanese Export Vehicles Inspection Center Company Limited (JEVIC) had been engaged to
provide offshore inspection service in Japan, United Kingdom, Singapore and New Zealand.
A public notice was published for this exercise in December 2018. A service fee of
approximately K300 will be charged per vehicle for this service.

The offshore inspection is good for the importers especially the consumers because through
this process any defects are established before the vehicle is imported hence it gives some
level of confidence for the buyers in terms of the vehicle’s quality.

RTA will be conducting onshore inspection at the three ports of entry namely Port Moresby,
Lae and Rabaul. The onshore inspection is specifically for vehicles imported from other
countries outside of the scope of JEVIC. RTA will also confirm all inspections done by JEVIC
by inspecting an approved label/sticker. Any vehicle found to be avoiding the JEVIC
inspection will be REJECTED for registration.

2. INSPECTION REPORTS
Upon inspection, either JEVIC (for those inspected offshore) or RTA (for those inspected
onshore) will issue three types of Reports. They are as follows:

i) Conformity Report (CR)— the vehicle is fit for registration in PNG.

ii) Conditional Conformity Report (CCR) — the vehicle can be registered if/when the
issues are fix. That is, some issues existing but the importer or consumer can fix.
If what requires to be fixed poses some level of risk for safety, RTA will insist that
the issue be rectified before the vehicle is registered.

iii) Non-Conformity Report (NCR) — the vehicle is not fit for registration in PNG.

Amongst many, few conditions that would result in a vehicle being issued a NCR include AGE
LIMIT (5 years for vehicles weighing 3.5ton and less and 15 years for vehicles weighing more
than 3.5ton) (Section 64A), EMISSION STANDARD (Section 6a), STRUCTURAL DAMAGE —
Corrosion, Flood damage etc.

Note: The Onshore (PNG) Inspection date and process will be announced soon.



3. EXEMPTION ON AGE LIMIT
Since the Minister for Transport has directed the RTA Board to review the current age limit,
RTA Management has decided to issue Exemptions on any vehicle that is issued an NCR
through the JEVIC or RTA inspection process. The Exemption is ONLY for AGE LIMIT and not
for any other category of non-conformity.

The process for applying for an EXEMPTION ON AGE LIMIT is as follows:

1) After import transactions are completed, make appointment for an inspection with
JEVIC for offshore inspection (in the four listed countries) and with RTA for onshore
inspection (at any of the 3 ports depending on where it will be unloaded);

a. Vehicles exported from Japan, New Zealand, Singapore and United Kingdom
must have the inspection conducted offshore. Failure to do so will lead to the
vehicle being illegible for registration.

2) If a Non-Conformity Report is issued (on the grounds of AGE LIMIT) after the
inspection then go to No. 3) below.

3) Write a letter addressed to the Chief Executive Officer, Road Traffic Authority, P. O.
Box 8560, BOROKO, National Capital District, PNG. The letter should contain the
following:

a. Name under which the vehicle is imported as per the inspection report;

Indicate whether you are Motor Car dealer or an individual importer.

Details of the vehicle(s);

Reference to the NCR (dates, place etc).

State clearly you request for an exemption so the vehicle can be registered in

PNG.

f. Signed (common seal if applicable).

4) Hand deliver or Scan and email the letter to wwariaka@rta.gov.pg and copy to
nterema@rta.gov.pg and also vehicleimports@rta.gov.pg.

5) RTA will issue an exemption. Once exemption may cover for many vehicles.

6) Importer will present the exemption permit at registries together with all other usual
documents to have the vehicle registered.
